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Instructions: Print on
heavy card stock for
best results. Use a
color printer.

Print page one (this
page). Let dry com-
pletely. Carefully
reinsert page into
your printer and print
page two on the back
of page one. Let dry.

Fold the page in half
along the labeled
solid gold line.
Sharpen the fold by
running a rounded
metal object (like the
handle of a butter
knife or the handle of
a pair of scissors)
over the crease until
it stays folded when
you release it.

Using a metal
straight edge (the
metal edge of a ruler
works well) and a
sharp instrument
such as an exacto
knife or box cutter,
cut the little cards out
(while they are
folded) along the
gold dashed lines.

Trim around the tops
of the rabbits� hats to
make the little cards
more interesting.
